Logon, Google their site, on the left side choose “search APL for a book”, search by topic, author, title, or subject.  Holds can be placed online for books using your APL barcode/account for the username and “changeme” for the pin/password, and you can pick the book up on your way home from school.

Additionally, APL has several databases to which we do not subscribe, so you may want to try the tab to their databases located at the top of their website.  Many are available with remote access using the barcode on your APL card as the password.  Some require you to use the on site computers to access them.
Finally, there will be periodic database trials throughout the semester.  The first one is from Facts on File, which runs for the next two weeks.  Be sure to take ALL the information you need to document the source when you email/download/print the materials since you will not be able to access the database once the trail is over.
